HOMICIDE

On Sunday, May 15, 2011, at approximately 10:32 PM, Inglewood Officers were
dispatched to the 400 block of N. La Brea Avenue, regarding a shooting victim. Upon
arrival, officers found a male Black adult, seated in the driver’s seat of a black vehicle. The
victim was suffering from at least two gunshot wounds to his head. L.A. County
Paramedics arrived on scene and transported the victim to a local hospital, where he
succumbed to his injuries.

According to the witness, the victim was sitting in the driver’s seat of a black vehicle, when
the suspects approached in a separate vehicle. When the suspect’s vehicle pulled along
side the victim’s vehicle, the suspects fired at least two rounds at the victim. The victim
was struck by the gunfire, causing him to slump over the steering wheel. The suspects fled
in their vehicle, northbound on La Brea Avenue.
