HOMICIDE

On Wednesday, April 20, 2011, at approximately 4:55 PM, Inglewood Officers were
dispatched to Arbor Vitae and Oak Street, regarding a shooting victim. Upon arrival,
officers found a male Hispanic adult, lying face down in the street. The victim was
suffering from multiple gunshot wounds to his head and chest. L.A. County Paramedics
treated the victim at the scene, before he succumbed to his injuries.

According to a witness, the victim was riding his bicycle eastbound on Arbor Vitae Street,
near the intersection of Oak, when two Male Hispanics approached him on foot from
behind. Both suspects pulled handguns from their waistbands and fired several rounds at
the victim. The victim was struck by the gunfire, causing him to fall to the street. The
suspects fled the scene eastbound on Arbor Vitae out of sight.
