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HOMICIDE REWARD 

 
 

On Sunday, September 20, 2009, at 8:04 P.M., Inglewood Officers were dispatched to a 
radio call of a “shooting victim” in the 3300 block of West 118

th
 Place.  When officers 

arrived on scene they found the victim, Kevin Harris II, suffering from several gunshot 
wounds.  He was transported to a local hospital, where he was pronounced deceased.   
 
The victim was seated in his vehicle when he was shot several times.  A motive for this 
crime has not been established.  Based on the investigation, Detectives believe this was a 
case of mistaken identity. At this point, Inglewood Detectives have exhausted all leads and 
we are asking for the public’s help in solving this crime.  A $25,000 reward is being offered 
by the City, for information leading to the arrest and conviction of the person(s) responsible 
for the murder of Kevin Harris II.
